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Jane Doe and Jon Doe, the occupants for more than 30 days of apartment 2F, at 1920 Amethyst Street, Bronx, New York, have been Unlawfully Evicted from her/his dwelling unit in that:

 
she/he has been locked out of and denied re-entry to the dwelling unit; and/or

 
she/he has been denied access to the dwelling unit by use, or threatened use, of force; and/or

 
her/ his possessions have been removed from the dwelling unit; and/or

 
there has been a discontinuance or interruption in essential services (such as heat, electricity, and/or water); and/or

 
the entrance door has been removed or lock rendered inoperable.

The above named tenants attempted to contact the precinct on a prior occasion, and the landlord stated that they had abandoned the property by being gone for 2 weeks.  Not only was this inaccurate, as their neighbor XX can attest, but even were it true, it would not be a sufficient legal basis to unlawfully remove them from the apartment.  Additionally, all property was stolen from the apartment by the landlord.
No Warrant of Eviction or Government Order to Vacate has been executed, and as you are aware, this is the only legal means of evicting a tenant.

The Unlawful eviction Law, NYC Admin. Code § 26-521 et seq, (copy attached) makes such conduct a crime.  NYPD Patrol Guide Procedure No. 214-12 (copy attached) requires the responding officer to issue a summons to the offender. However, if the offender cannot be properly identified or where the offender will not permit or physically obstructs re-entry, an arrest must be made.
